



INTENDING TRAINERS GRANT REQUEST FORM

Grants are intended for practices not already a training practice.  Existing training practice are not usually given this grant.  Grants are to support practice development to meet the “Yorkshire and the Humber Criteria for Approval of Trainers In General Practice”.  Potential training practices are eligible to apply for a maximum amount of £6,000, although the full amount may not be granted.

Practices may exceptionally be eligible for a grant of up to £6,000 when increasing the number of approved GP Trainers.  Grant requests from existing training practices should not include categories that already fall under the practice approval criteria, and should only be for equipment that is essential to increase training capacity (e.g. a second video camera).

Payment of the Grant is discretionary. Applications are considered on an individual basis and will be subject to approval by the Director (or Deputy).  Please note that funds can only be released subject to receipts of paid invoices.

The grant is to enable practices to have appropriate equipment and facilities for training therefore, if the practice ceases to train within 5 years of accepting the grant, then the Deanery will require repayment of this money on a sliding scale:-

· < 1 Year – 100%

· 1-2 Years – 80%

· 2-3 Years – 60%

· 3-4 Years – 40%

· 4-5 Years – 20%
