The type of work to expect and learning The Paediatric department cares for patients up to 14 years
opportunities old. All emergencies in this age group are admitted via the

Paediatricians and then referred on as appropriate. Elective
day cases for investigations form part of the workload. The
department provides medical cover for the delivery unit.
There is a special care baby unit where babies delivered from
33 weeks gestation may be cared for. Facilities for ventilating
babies prior to transfer to a neonatal centre are available, but
babies less than 33 weeks gestation are normally transferred
utero.

Responsible for the routine examination of normal new
born babies in the maternity ward, resuscitation of the new
born in the delivery suites and the care of patients in the
Special Care Baby Unit.

Timetabled attendance at general paediatric and
specialist (epilepsy, diabetes, respiratory and child
development) clinics

Child assessment sessions and multi-disciplinary case
discussions are held at Scarborough Hospital and the
peripheral clinics.
