This includes being on call for
emergencies, as well as general clinics, specialised clinics,
casualty clinics and 2 theatre lists a week with post-operative
patients on wards. The ENT team at Scarborough does not
have inpatients solely under the ENT team as there is no
ENT cover overnight or over weekends.

The ENT junior at Scarborough General Hospital is on-call for
all ENT emergencies from 0900 to 1700 hours from Mon-Fri.

There is senior cover, as a second On-Call (either Staff
Grade or Consultant) available via their mobiles through
switchboard for assistance and advice.
