Involved in the day to day running of a busy general surgical
firm, on call duties to cover General Surgery which includes
Upper Gl, Colorectal, Breast Surgery and Urology.
Perioperative management of the acute and elective Surgical
patient.

Typical working pattern in this placement

Daily Consultant ward rounds, working alongside the team of
other junior doctors, advanced nurse practitioners and
multidisciplinary team. Appropriate escalation of patient
related matters to registrars and consultants. Participation in
audit activity. Attending CEPOD meetings
