The type of work to expect and
learning opportunities

1. Preoperative assessment and diagnosis of patients coming in for
adult cardiac surgery

2. Postoperative management of cardiac surgical patients

3. To watch and assist adult cardiac surgical operations including
coronary artery, valve and aortic surgery

4, Management of immediate postoperative care and care of the
acutely unwell patients in cardiac surgical intensive care

5. Attending outpatient clinic and learning about history taking,
cardiac examination, preoperative investigations (including chest
X-ray, ECG, echocardiogram, coronary angiogram, CT scans of
chest and aorta, MR scans, etc), indications of surgery, discussion
of surgical operations with the patient, outcomes of surgery,
surgical risk and consent process.

6. Adult cardiac surgical FY2 doctors cross-cover cardiology so there
are ample opportunities to learn about cardiology diagnosis and
management of common cardiological conditions including
ischaemic heart disease, valve disease, heart failure and cardiac
rhythm abnormalities including common arrhythmias.
