1. To liaise with the other YHFS Trust Trainee Representative to gain and share information,
facts and opinions relating to the local operation of the Foundation Programme and report
these to the YHFS Regional Trainee Representatives to take forward.

2. To be proactive in seeking trainee opinion via the local trust communication networks.
