Learning outcomes: Acute medicine

The context of this job provides excellent experience in the management of acutely ill people. It is envisaged that in particular the following learning outcomes from the GP curriculum would be worked on in this context

· Recognition of acute illness and sudden deteriorations including appropriate assessment and immediate care.

· Work with the wide range of differential diagnoses with the acutely ill patients they care for

· Work effectively in teams and to co-ordinate care

· Prioritise problems and establishing a differential diagnosis in patients often with multiple problems

· Consider the appropriateness of interventions according to the patient’s wishes, the severity of their illness and the co morbid diseases they have.

· Take responsibility for management of complex patients whilst also using available senior support.

· Remain person centred whilst managing acute illness and the consequent anxiety for patient and family.

· Demonstrate that they have an awareness of the emotional and stress related aspects of caring for acutely ill patients and demonstrate appropriate self care. 

· Demonstrate particular skills in interpretation of ECGs, CPR, management of bleeding, and urinary catheterisation.

· Evaluate the effect of poly-pharmacy and concordance problems  on individuals and adjust treatment appropriately; 

· Demonstrate increasing skills in management of chronic conditions in particular hypertension and diabetes

· Work with colleagues in health and social care to support older people with their particular needs 

· Organised approach to the management of chronic conditions and co-morbidities

· Skills in liaison with other team members and across the secondary / primary care interface to ensure effective transfers of care.

· Ensuring that the style of communication does not patronise but promotes the patients sense of identity and personal dignity

· Confusion; understand causes, make appropriate assessments, initiate treatments (including assessment of patients who have non specifically deteriorated in all spheres suddenly.)

· Skills in the management of acutely ill people as well as their chronic illnesses (in  particular Ischaemic heart disease, Diabetes and COPD), palliative care and preventive work
